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I. Course Overview: 
Media is defined as the materials used to create art (such as painting, photography, collage, drawing, etc.). Mixed media is when you use multiple 
medias to create a work of art. This course will explore the combination of various media to create art. Students will use photos, paints, various 
papers, prints, natural elements, some 3D elements and more to create original works of art.
